It is Grace here. | want to talk about
what interests me most — astronomy, the solar system
in particular! So what are we waiting for? Let's get
right into the topic!

Let's start with Mercury, Venus, Earth and Mars.
Mercury is the fastest planet, only taking 88 days
to orbit the Sun. It's also the smallest planet and
the closest to the Sun in the solar system. Venus is

What about the dwarf planets? Let's start with Pluto! Pluto is a dwarf planet, which is shown to
have a heart symbol on its surface. Pluto has five moons, the biggest moon of it goes to Charon,
those two seem to be binary. Another dwarf planet is Makemake, the second largest of what is
known as the classical population of Kuiper belt objects, with a diameter approximately that of
Saturn's moon lapetus. Eris is the most massive and second-largest known dwarf planet in the
solar system. It is a trans-Neptunian object in the scattered disk and has a high-eccentricity orbit.
Haumea is a dwarf planet located beyond Neptune's orbit, its shape is unlike the others, it is oval-
shaped. Ceres orbits the Sun in the asteroid belt.

You might ask, is that all? Of course not! We can't forget about our 5th gas giant! It got ejected out
of the solar system by Jupiter and Saturn, though that's just a theory, A SPACE THEORY!
